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Day 1: Dublin Arrivals
Welcome to Dublin!  Upon arrival at 
Dublin Airport, make your way to the CIE 
Tours desk in the main arrivals hall, where 
a transfer to your hotel will be arranged.

Capital.

Day 2: Dublin – Rock of Cashel – 
West Cork
After breakfast, meet your driver in 
reception to depart Dublin for a relaxing 
drive to West Cork. A visit is included to 
the Rock of Cashel before continuing via 
Cork to the delightful West Cork village 
of Roscarberry, your base for the next 4 
nights.   Upon arrival at your hotel, enjoy 
an afternoon coffee where you can get 
to know your fellow travellers.  Unwind 
and relax before enjoying dinner in your 
hotel.

Day 3: The Bay & Coves of West Cork
This morning after your full Irish breakfast 
(West Cork is famed for its black pudding, 
which is an important element of the Irish 
breakfast) take a tour of west Cork.  This 
delightful tour will take you through the 
town of Skibbereen and on to Ballydehob 
on the evocatively named “Long Roaring 
Water Bay”. From there you will follow 
the spectacular coastline of West Cork, 
to Bantry. Famous in song, Bantry Bay in 
West Cork Ireland is of legendary beauty. 
Bantry, at the head of the bay, is a busy 
market town and fi shing port.  Bantry 
Bay was twice entered by French fl eets: in 
1689 to support James II against William of 
Orange, in 1796 to aid Wolfe Tone and an 
Irish uprising.  Return to Roscarberry for 
dinner and overnight.

Day 4:  Wednesday - Killarney’s Lakes
No trip to the south can be complete 
without a visit to “Heavens Refl ex”- the 
lovely town of Killarney. En-route you will 
be treated to a veritable feast of scenery, 

from the pastoral tranquillity of 
the Lee Valley to the 
desolate splendour of 
the Derrynasaggart 

mountains. On arrival 
in Killarney you’ll 
visit Muckross 
House and its 

beautiful gardens, 
view the famous lakes.  

Have an afternoon to 
browse in the Killarney 
before returning to 
Roscarberry.
